ECODEVELOPMENT AS AN IMPORTANT WAY

The prospects for further economic growth, which is a necessary way to develop Europe’s national economies and increase
competitiveness in the world market, which are followed by all members of the European Union and its future members, includ-
ing Ukraine have been considered in this article. It has been emphasized that the process of greening the economy and ensuring
eco-development is fundamental to ensuring economic sustainability and eliminating the depletion of resources, along with
harmful consequences, which is a dangerous threat to all mankind. It has been stated that today, in the conditions of rapid
development and spread of globalization processes, countries need to face globalization demands and challenges by forming
an effective economic system, establishing basic guidelines for further development and implementing mechanisms for their
implementation. With the tendency to rapidly progressing demographic growth, the problem of meeting the needs of mankind in
conditions of exhaustion of resources is becoming more acute. Also, the stage of general industrialization of production has led
to an increase in the amount and spread of hazardous waste into the atmosphere, which threatens human health and the eco-
system in general. Concerning economic growth is a major challenge, ignoring environmental requirements, which may sooner
or later lead to the extinction of water, forests, land and, ultimately, the cessation or, at best, slowdown of economic processes.
It has been concluded that in countries that strive to implement the main objectives of the green economy, national standards
are created that take into account socio-economic and natural conditions: legislation, state policy on energy and environment,
climate, awareness of energy efficiency and environmental issues by professional communities and the public.
